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President’s Report 
Term Ending Report 
 In accordance with Article 6, section 1 of the Constitution for the 

Government of Subordinate and Federal Branches, I hereby submit the 

Branch‟s Term Ending Report. 

 The following is an overview of the Branch operations for the last 

three years.  I have also asked the Branch officers to submit summaries 

from their areas of responsibility.  The last three years have been both 

challenging and rewarding.  They have been challenging in the respect 

that our business has been in a state of constant change and flux.  They 

have been rewarding because of the way that we have met every chal-

lenge head on and have managed to succeed as an organization. 
 

Financial Report 

 During the last term we were able to stabilize the financial situa-

tion we inherited in January of 2006.  The Branch membership played an 

important part in securing our financial future when it approved a By-law 

change regarding our dues structure.  Through aggressive money manage-

ment and prudent investments in long term certificates of deposit we went 

from a starting balance of $94,442.03 to an end of term balance three 

years later of $153,729.09.  Financial Secretary Treasurer Cathy Ton-

dreau has worked closely with me these past three years on our cost cut-

ting efforts as well as diligently working to ensure that all our Branch 

funds and property were secure.  I am pleased to report that we are in a 

very strong financial position with no outstanding debts or loans. 
 

Capital Improvements 

 We have maintained a rigorous schedule of improvements of the 

Branch infrastructure to ensure that the property is well maintained and in 

a good working order.  Some of the major improvements include: new 

railings and cement work including the ramp to the hall, new outdoor se-

 We started the new term in 2006 with the 

merger of Monroe Branch 750.

856 regular members with an additional 284 retired 

members.

Our Branch Activities coordi-

nator and Recording Secretary Cindy Trzeciak has 

done an outstanding job in coordinating these

Leonard has worked hard with shared ser-

vices and prospective retirees to make the process 

as seamless as possible.  We have even arranged 

for prospective retirees to receive their telephone 

retirement counseling from USPS Shared Services 

at the Branch office with our Retirement Officer 

present.   

 

OWCP 

 Another successful program that we have 

instituted is to make our workers compensation 

specialist Joe Golonka available to members who 

are having problems with their claims.  With Joe‟s 

help our members have been able to navigate the 

maze of forms, doctor‟s notes and letters to

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EVP’s Report 

THE LAST 3 YEARS (2006-2008)  
 During the last three years the Branch has 

made many changes that have benefited our mem-

bers.  This extends to helping with retirements and 

OWCP claims on a personal basis. What has re-

mained the same though is the dedication and work 

of enforcing contractual agreements on the work-

room floor. As EVP, my role is to see that the 

stewards have what they need to do their job and 

know their responsibilities. When I started as EVP 

my focus was to have steward meetings that would 

be informative and open for discussion. Stewards 

can talk about problems that are happening in their 

installations and receive feedback from the group 

in attendance that night. Also, a Steward can get 

insight as to what might be coming soon to their 

installation. We currently have two steward meet-

ings a month that cover the hot issues that have 

been reported to the Branch. We also review any 

new information obtained from the National Busi-

ness Agent's office. Attendance by the stewards 

and officers has been outstanding.  

 As always there is room for improvement 

and we are currently working on changing the 

tracking of grievances that have been filed in the 

branch. This will serve as a guide to the Stewards 

when there is an overload of grievances and let the 

Branch know what issues are being grieved. 

 The totals on the following page are the 

number of grievances filed from each office and 

are recorded at the union hall from 2006 to 2008. 

As for 2009, we are starting right where we left off 

in 2008 and in my opinion will surpass last year's 

busy year. Every office on this list is currently 

shorthanded and overtime grievances seem to be 

the number one issue. Many carriers are being im-

properly forced overtime and should be filing 

grievances if this happens. The only way to make 

management properly staff installations is to hit 

them in the pocketbook. This also has an adverse 

action with the employer, by paying carriers for not 

working.  

 So then, why does management keep forc-

OWCP.  Since we have made this help available, 

Joe‟s record on behalf of our members has been 

perfect.  Over 90 members have come in for help 

with job-related injuries, and each one has had 

their claim accepted.  Joe reports that total wage 

compensation returned to our members over the 

last three years has been over $500,000.  This is 

quite an accomplishment, considering the variety 

of claims we have handled.   
 

Contract Enforcement 

 Our Branch continues to be blessed to have 

such a highly motivated team of stewards and Step 

A Designees.  The Branch continues its commit-

ment and support of our contract enforcement team 

by providing the training and funds necessary to 

have well trained Stewards and Step A Designees.  

We now have more Stewards and Step A designees 

than any time in our Branch history.  Three years 

ago we instituted a grievance tracking system to 

keep a log of all grievances that had been appealed 

to Step A.  This year EVP Jim Wolstencroft has 

taken it a step further by putting into place a track-

ing system for all grievances filed.  The last three 

years have been a challenge as we changed the way 

we recorded and filed the grievances after they 

were turned in, but the challenge was well worth it 

as we now have the ability to scan every settlement 

into our computer base.  This additional technology 

has led to a streamlined approach to handling the 

many grievances that are filed each year.   

 

 In closing, it has been my pleasure to work 

for and with each and every one of you these last 

three years.  I hope and expect that during our next 

term we can be equally as proud of the accomplish-

ments we have achieved as part of this great labor 

organization.

INJURY COMPENSATION - A VERY SUCCESSFUL 

THREE YEARS IN BRANCH 2184  

 There are few things more complicated and 

potentially stressful for a letter carrier than dealing 

with a job-related injury or medical condition. 

Many of the problems resulting from job-related 

injuries and medical conditions occur because of 

lack of awareness of procedures and responsibili-

ties by the injured employee. However, many more 

problems occur because of the often deliberate ob-

struction and interference with the injured letter 

carrier's rights by USPS management. Manage-

ment's frequent misconduct and sometimes illegal 

behavior involving employee injuries is well docu-

mented and includes (but is certainly is not limited 

to) their unlawful failure to provide the proper 

forms, obstruction of and interference with the in-

jured employee's medical care, and improper con-

tact with the injured employee's physician.  

 In Branch 2184 we have a long and proud 

tradition of actively assisting our injured members 

with the often complicated morass of necessary 

forms and procedures as well as intervening to ef-

fectively mitigate management's obstruction and 

game playing. This specialized service is available 

only to members in good standing. As our team of 

Branch officers and stewards begins a new term of 

office, a brief statistical analysis of the past three 

years is appropriate.  

 Since January 2006 the Branch 2184 office 

has provided assistance to more than 90 of our ac-

tive members who incurred job-related injuries or 

who have developed job related medical condi-

tions. Many of these injury claims have been com-

plicated occupational illness/disease claims, which 

require extensive factual and medical documenta-

tion in order to be accepted by the United States 

Department of Labor's Office of Workers Compen-

sation Programs (OWCP). We are very pleased to 

report that every Branch 2184 member that sought 

the Branch's assistance during the past three years 

has ultimately had his or her claim accepted.  

 Branch 2184 members who were assisted 

by the Branch have received more than $510,000 in 

wage compensation and schedule awards since 

2006. The Branch has also provided representation 

and assistance for our members involved in the 

USPS National Reassessment Process (NRP) pro-

gram. Our stewards have received training in basic 

OWCP procedures and are provided with the tools 

to respond to management's frequent violations of 

the Federal Employees Compensation Act (FECA) 

and USPS regulations pertaining employees with 

job-related injuries and medical conditions.  

 As 2009 begins, we remain committed to 

diligently assisting any member that requests our 

help with claims for job-related injuries or medical 

conditions.  Call the Branch office (313-295-1640)

for an appointment. As always, we can expect that 

management will work against the interests of our 

injured members. As always, you can expect that 

we will work to effectively enforce and uphold 

your rights when injured on the job.
